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CLERGY LETTER 
You would think that someone as important in school as a careers adviser 

would have a special room set aside for them, so that they can meet pupils in 
private, offer confidentiality, and begin the often arduous process of drawing out 
their hopes, dreams and aspirations for the future. Sadly however, the reality is a 
lot different. Most of my time spent in school I am to be found at the back of the 
Pupil Support Centre, in the all-too-accessible-to-all kitchen.  

However,  such a work environment does set me thinking... why can’t 
‘Church’ be more like the kitchen? 

Kitchens are the perfect setting for cultivating cooperation, friendship and 
intimacy at home, and in the workplace. For ‘kitchen theology’ is a theology of 
wholeness, of process, of interconnectedness and interdependence.  It is a 
microcosm of the world and partakes of everything that happens in our lives.  
Kitchens are where we gather, where we prepare the foods that nourish our 
bodies and delight our souls. Where we work together with one another and 
with the bounty of the earth, where we make and practice many of our ethical 
decisions about the environment and ecology through our choice of ingredients. 

I’ve learned many valuable lessons in the kitchen.  I’ve explored unknown 
worlds (....largely thanks to Uncle Ben’s range of cooking sauces), taken risks and 
failed and learned (... largely thanks to Delia Smith!).  

Nevertheless, a true lesson learnt is not to fear taking risks, because 
perceived  failures often produce the most memorable results ...often  more so 
than my successes! Yet, most of all, I’ve learnt and keep learning about 
Wholeness... especially when it comes to making bread from scratch. 

Now, ashamedly, I’d never made bread from scratch before.  However, 
whilst at a recent residential weekend for curates, I learnt what goes into the 
average homemade loaf... and it amazed me, the recipe used. Salt, and sugar. Oil, 
and water. Ingredients which in other spheres of life would be seen as opposites 
which do not mix, but which in the making of our daily bread, are together vital 
in producing that which is wholesome, nourishing and life-giving. Perhaps a 
fitting analogy for what our Church life together as a team should be about: a 
place where diversity and contrasts are held together, valued, and considered vital 
ingredients for a healthy loaf which we are called to share. 

As with the kitchen, the Church too should be that place where we 
transform and are transformed, where we are shaped and formed and prepared for 
life, as much as a kitchen is for our food.  For this is where we make bread that is 
simply more than bread: this is the place where  ‘... fruit of the earth, and work of 
human hands ... become for us the Bread of Life’.

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BISHOP ANTHONY WRITES ABOUT BISHOP MICHAEL 
 

It is going to be immensely strange to have a diocese of Hereford without 
Michael and Rosemary Hooper in it!  They are a wonderful pair of Christians, 
delightful human beings, and both have served God and this diocese unstintingly 
for forty-four years.  That is quite a record and achievement! 
 There are very few bishops in the Church of England who have been made 
bishops to serve in the diocese where they were already serving as priests or 
Archdeacons, and it is a testimony to Bishop Michael that he has been one of 
them.  Ordained at the age of 24, he served a curacy in Bridgnorth before his first 
incumbency which was in Minsterley.  Eleven happy and purposeful years there  
were followed by his pioneering work in Leominster as Vicar then Team Rector, 
and afterwards as Archdeacon of Hereford. 
 Central to Bishop Michael’s understanding of the faith has always been the 
encouragement of Local Ministry, of every Christian fulfilling the unique work 
that God gives them to do.  He was able to live this out in his parish ministries, as 
well as work tirelessly to encourage it as Rural Dean, Archdeacon and Bishop.  It 
is foundational in our Christian thinking and practice, and the fact that this is a 
normal, accepted part of the life of our diocese is in no small measure down to 
Bishop Michael.  Our core Local Ministry Scheme has his print all over it. 
 Rosemary and Michael, like all those of us who are married, know that the 
marriage “team” is absolutely vital to our life and work in every aspect.  
Rosemary has fulfilled her own distinctive ministry among us, as well as with 
their wider family, and through her own creative gifts.  Rosemary’s teaching and 
her involvement in so many aspects of parish and diocesan life, including 
especially as a Trustee of the Mothers’ Union, have brought real blessings to so 
many.  She, with Michael, has also shown a deep commitment to our diocesan 
Companion link dioceses in Tanzania. 
 We give continued thanks for Bishop Michael and Rosemary’s ministries and 
we pray for them in their “retirement”, with the new work and the opportunities 
that that will bring them.  Let us especially take heart in our own faith and the 
unique work that God calls each of us to do.  The best possible way of honouring 
Michael and Rosemary is for us to pray and work for God’s Church to continue 
to grow in this diocese, and for our own lives to be transformed further, through 
grace, in loving service and action.

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NEW BISHOP OF LUDLOW NAMED 
 
The new Bishop of Ludlow was named on Tuesday 23rd June. He is Alistair 
Magowan, currently Archdeacon of Dorset. His church career has taken him all 
over the country, although he has been in his present post since 2000.  
The new Bishop has worked on the national stage of the Church of England. He 
is a member of the General Synod, the Church’s Parliament and serves on the all 
important Business Committee. He has chaired the Election Review Committee 
and is a member of the Steering Committee working on the legislation which 
will see the first women bishops in the Church of England.  
“I have been privileged to be part of significant work in the area of change in the 
Church, something I consider is essential, without losing the Good News of 
Christ which is at the centre of all that we do and say,” he said. “I want to bring a 
‘can do’ mentality and a lightness of touch when making the rules work for 
people.  
He and his wife Louise are already planning their move to the Bishop’s House in 
Halford, near Craven Arms, with their 13 year old daughter, Susanna. The 
couple’s older two children have already left home.  
“I enjoy change and when I get to Ludlow I shall be looking for something 
different,” he added. “I am really looking forward to getting out and about and 
meeting people. I like to spot the tiny spark in any encounter that can fire our 
imaginations and when harnessed bring about transformation.”  
The Bishop of Salisbury, David Stancliffe said today: “I am delighted for the 
Diocese of Hereford that they’re going to have such a lively-minded, prayerful 
and enterprising new Bishop of Ludlow. As Alistair will be Archdeacon of 
Ludlow as well, his huge archidiaconal expertise will not be lost to the Church. 
But he will be enormously missed here.”  
The new Bishop grew up in nearby Malvern and went to the King’s School in 
Worcester. After graduating in Animal Sciences, he trained in Bristol and has 
since served in Hillsborough, Durham, Runnymede and Dorset. He’s a keen 
walker and trout fisherman and has an armchair interest in painting and art. Like 
many clergymen, he also has an interest in railways!  
Alistair Magowan will be consecrated in St Paul’s Cathedral in London on 
September 29th and will have a service of welcome in St Laurence’s Church, 
Ludlow the following Sunday, 4th October.

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LUDLOW TEAM MINISTRY 
What is the point of the Local Ministry Team? 
This is a question that the members of the Local Ministry Team (LMT) have 
been pondering for some time. After much discussion and reflection, we came up 
with a mission statement, which states that our raison d’être is: 

·  Praying for and with the Team and its parishes 

·  Sharing practice and experience within the Team 

·  Promoting, supporting and encouraging ministry and outreach 

Mission statements, of course, are all very well, but left simply as that they’re 
pretty meaningless. So in recent weeks we’ve been trying to decide how we can 
put these statements into practice. Beginning with the first statement, we wanted 
to encourage the parishes of the Team Ministry (recently enlarged to no fewer 
than fourteen, with seventeen churches) to see themselves as though they were 
each part of the collective whole.  
We thought a good way of doing this would be to encourage parishes to pray for 
each other, so for example, people in Clee St Margaret can pray for what’s going 
on in Ashford Bowdler, and so on. To this end James Stewart agreed to produce a 
cycle of intercessions including topics for prayer from all the parishes which can 
be used in every parish during Sunday worship. This also means that we’ll all be 
praying for the same thing at the same time. 
 
We also felt that the LMT itself could become a ‘praying heart’ of the Team 
Ministry. When the LMT was re-commissioned in 2005, we became very task-
oriented. This led to a number of members feeling overburdened and leaving the 
team.  
Now we have shifted our focus – which is not to say that we won’t do things 
anymore, it’s just that we want to spend more time helping the parishes in what 
they are doing by undergirding it all in prayer. For unless all our projects and 
initiatives are rooted in prayer, they are not worth bothering with.  
So if there’s something major going on in your parish – a big initiative to attract 
more youngsters, say, or a church re-ordering, or a primary school amalgamation, 
or new housing development – we want to know about it, so we can pray about 
it. Rob Downes has been appointed our ‘prayer co-ordinator’, so please tell him 
what you want prayed about (his phone number is 874188) and he’ll bring it to 
our monthly meetings. 
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As far as the second statement goes, we felt that the Annual Meeting of 
Churchwardens that usually takes place in September would be a good place to 
try and share practice and experience.  
One topic we felt might be useful to explore is the whole area of obtaining grants 
– whether that be for community or mission projects, or church repairs. What 
sources of funding are available? How do you go about applying? Hopefully 
Wendy Combey, the diocesan office responsible for promoting community 
projects, will be able to come. Feedback from churchwardens as to whether this 
would be welcomed would be very helpful. If the feedback is positive, we’ll set a 
date in the very near future. 
 
And what about the third statement? Well ... we haven’t got on to that one yet, 
but, as they say, watch this space. We thought that it would be useful for you to 
have a progress report on how we’re getting on, and that this might go some way 
to answering the question posed at the top of this article.

LUDLOW’S OWN MYSTERY PLAYS 
‘MR NOAH AND THE ARK’ AND ‘DAVID AND GOLIATH’ 

THURSDAY 13 TH  AND FRIDAY 14 TH  JUNE 2009 
IN ST. LAURENCE’S CHURCH

A cast of over 70 children in a new and colourful adaptation of two ancient tales 

 
St Laurence's Church was incandescent this week, bursting with the light 

and hope of exuberant youth, as Ludlow Mystery Plays performed their biblical 
double bill  "Mr Noah and the Ark" and "David and Goliath".  
With a witty and contemporary libretto by Ian Barge and memorable original 
music by Steve Dunachie, the cast of over 70 children and adults showed us that 
the Mystery play lives still as an art form; linking the modern and medieval 
worlds. 
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In "Mr Noah and the Ark", the parallels between ancient, calamitous  

flood and modern ecological  disaster gave a serious undertone to an otherwise 
light and comical tale.  Mystical Mr Noah (the original environmental activist ) 
seems, to his wife and son, to be suffering delusions – perhaps due to prolonged 
exposure to yacht varnish - and they feel that having a visionary in the family is 
no joke . It takes a resoundingly awful weather forecast ( how very British),  
received on a celestial short wave radio and recounted by his switched-on 
daughter to convince them that maybe  the old man was onto something after all. 
This heavenly Meteorological broadcast and its warning of impending disaster 
cannot be ignored, so they embark on Mr Noah’s audacious plan to preserve the 
world’s zoological treasures. As the rain begins to fall, the ark is built  
and the animals are summoned.  

The simple but ingenious staging and costumes allow the youthful cast to 
take centre stage and enchant us with their guileless charm. 

 

An ominous opening blast on the organ heralds the arrival of the Philistines -  
black clad and banner- led, ,they and the Israelites square up to one another at the 
start of  "David and Goliath".  Ludlow New Voices provide both sets of 
combatants, under the general command of Alison Houlbrooke; the quality of the 
choral singing testament to her skill and commitment. The Philistines singing is as 
muscular and forbidding as their champion and the Israelites are given a simple 
and dignified beauty encapsulated by Davids' ethereal voice. The duet between 
the monstrous Goliath and angelic David being one of the most effective musical 
sections.  (The  direction of Shaun Ward proving invaluable to the soloists 
interpretation) and the writing also achieved real poetic heights during this 
exchange, as the slingshot  "like a topaz on the forehead of some oriental lord " 
fells the once mighty Dagonite. 

 

All involved are to be congratulated for their part  in this fine evening’s 
entertainment, but particularly the children, whose involvement lends the 
enterprise something of it’s original informal community spirit ; these plays , once 
the preserve of the  Medieval  Guilds offered the lay person a chance to 
experience the mystery of devotional representation, and  the performances this 
week  illustrated the transformative and galvanising power of art  and exemplified 
the inclusivity of the English Church.

DO YOU HAVE SMITHSON-HUTCHINSON SYNDROME? 
For a number of years I have made a study of the common Smithson-

Hutchinson Syndrome (SHS) that seems to affect many Christians. 
 What is that syndrome? It is an interesting phenomenon that when people 
close their eyes, this movement also greatly turns down their voice volume 
automatically and sometimes changes the voice to a kind of ‘holy talking-to-God’ 
whisper. This latter variety could be described as ‘Sanctimonious SHS’. 
 Severe cases of SHS cause people in prayer meetings to be completely 
silenced. 

The cure for this is Be Bold, Be Strong, Begin. Sometimes people with an 
acute form of this syndrome never attend prayer meetings. The cure for this is 
Join,  Join In - and then Be Bold, etc. 
 The cure for ordinary SHS is to remember that there may be some older 
people present whose hearing is not as good as it was - especially for hearing the 
voices of ladies. 
   It is a mistake to think that the presence of a microphone under one’s nose 
will help one to be heard. This is often a fallacy as multiple sound sources can 
compound confusion. The answer is to speak up and to enunciate vowels and 
especially consonants, very clearly and not to drop one’s voice at all. I recall a case 
of SHS, not in Hereford, where the person concerned had lots of vowels, but 
very indistinct consonants. When the droning stopped, it was time to say Amen - 
but to what had one given assent? 
 There is another more public form of SHS that can occur when the speaker 
has his or her eyes wide open, as in preaching, reading at the lectern, or leading in 
prayer in a service. 

Again, the answer is to remember all the time the dangers of SHS and to 
SPEAK UP, clearly and not too fast. Aged persons present, such as the 
undersigned, will then be delighted.

         After coming through Intensive Care, then High Dependency,  I  gradually 
recovered and was discharged on 29th May, I was in the care  of our wonderful 
Ludlow Community Nurses, who were so helpful to both Shelagh and I. 
         Space does not permit my wish to record this great Spiritual   and Surgical 
journey in more detail, but please go on praying for  others receiving such 
treatment. Jeff Cant has just returned and he  and Mary deserve our prayers.  

The Rector brought us the Reserved  Sacrament on Pentecost evening -- 
what a welcome home!
