A group of
young people came with me to bring it back to thatliedral for an amazing
service for which the Cathedral was absolutely ggackin the same year the
Queen came to Hereford to distribute the Maundy Mgn

In 1978 the Diocese sent me to Windsor on the reldise training course and it

was memorable to live within the precincts of WordGastle and engage with so

many other people on a vital consultation whichethsa month. In 1981 |

became a Prebendary at Hereford Cathedral and ¢ Igaeatly treasured

belonging to the Cathedral family which has alwhgen welcoming and

supportive. That same year saw our move to Leaeniasid so began a time in
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the Hereford Archdeaconry, having served the ntothl6 years. The time in
Leominster was hugely significant in understandifigministry and the
development through prayer and working together Laical Ministry, and
encouraging the leadership of lay people and ckeggther. There were so
many exciting events during that time and manyeegiies with whom it was a
great privilege to work. It was during those yetirat the links between
Leominster and Tengeru in Tanzania began and gheshall never forget my
first journey to Tanzania and the excitement oflilag in Africa and so began
many friendships across the world which are versopal and deep and have
changed our lives.

1997 saw the move to Hereford to be Archdeacon arRRlesidentiary Canon.
During that time we celebrated the Millennium whialas not a huge event for
the Cathedral, but a significant one for its fam#yservice in the Cathedral for
that family at midnight and then champagne and/érks in the Bishop’s garden.
It was a very mild night and we didn’t go to bedtilthe early hours of the
morning, people passed one another in the stregttree Cathedral Close, all
speaking as if they knew one another.

2002 saw my consecration as Bishop of Ludlow aedntbve to Halford as
Bishop and Archdeacon. At Southwark Cathedralgelurowd of people came,
including all the people | have worked with oveethears, even one priest from
America! It was so natural to return to the Ludlavwhdeaconry where we had
so many friends and there was a warm welcome avasithe most natural thing
in the world to return and be their Bishop. Thiashbeen the most enormous
privilege and | have so enjoyed confirming and iardg and being an integral
part of the life of the church and community of So&hropshire.

It is impossible in a short letter to talk aboutthé events and memorable
moments of so many years, but | have touched osethibat have stood out in
my mind. However it is all the people with whomhlave lived and worked,

loved and been loved by who | take with me as theatgst memory of all. It is
these bonds of love which can never be destroyaechvare eternal and which |

shall take with me on the next stage of my journ&lgank you to you all.

The end of May sees the Feast of Pentecost. aldigamic picture of the first
Apostles being sent into all the world in the faithhe risen Christ. It is in that
faith we carry on God’s mission today and so wdogward with Augustine’s
words ringing in our ears, “We are the Easter peapld Alleluia is our song”.

So what have | thought about? Why did | feel coafyslisappointed and
isolated? | have come to the conclusion that tfeedimgs are due to
Communication - or the lack of it. | have at my disposal: hearing, speech,
sight, touch and a brain (which may have been wdnitly at times). | also have
pen & and paper, telephone, a mobile and emadtdred to the radio, watched
TV and read newspapers. What more could be needexder to communicate?

It takes two. Both have to want to tell and to rieeethe meaning that is
intended during dialogue, in whatever form, whethdxre an enquiry, a message
or information. We have to make sure that our ‘ande’ is listening and
available to receive information. We have to make we have asked the right
guestions, or have given information in a way taat be understood. Do we
pitch our dialogue at the right level so that we ba understood? It is often
easiest when we can speak face-to-face on a omeetasis, but most of the
time that is not possible.

- did we explain our symptoms accurately to the doast@onsultant in
order to enable them to make a diagnosis;

Communicating well is not easy. If we do so on a-tmone basis, and if we
ensure that we are understood, we hopefully reaatisfactory outcome.
However if we are dealing with the NHS, the Chur¢he Inland Revenue or
any other large organisation, communication imntelyidnecomes more difficult.
If we are on the receiving end of a message dtialvays passed to us at a
convenient time. We don’t always have a good mepmmra piece of paper to
right the message down, and anyway where did wéhatipiece of paper with
that very important message on it? We can’'t guagahat we will reach the
person we needed to contact — that the correctagessill be passed on to the
right person — that when it reaches our contacy thidl realise the time frame in
which action is required.

Confusion and lack of information or action areeasily the cause of strife even
in small circles. Is it any wonder that in natiaral international dealings even
more attention has to be paid to details beformanmuniqué is released? Is it any
wonder that language, dialect and their translatonalter the meaning of the
words we intended? We have to deal with the infdromawe receive which is
sometimes out to cause mischief and damage. Decsgnise this when we
receive it, and what do we do with it?
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In our Church at the moment we are considering vileetwe are a ‘Healthy
Church’. We are in dialogue with each other, we @lking to one another, we
are listening to one another, we are reaching @thé community around us.
We are trying to ensure that everyone knows whatwveeabout and why we are
communicating. We have to listen without prejudioesnsure that we appreciate
the reasons behind the discussions. We have toesxensibility on ourselves for
ensuring that we have taken every opportunity &mriemore about our Church
and what it takes to care for it, both the peopid the building. We have to ask
guestions when we don’'t understand, we have tcecofalse rumours that fly
around at the speed of light.

| am only one, but many showed love and care folame supported me with
prayer. How much more should we all show our loud aare for our Church
and community? How much more should we give ourpsupto those who are
leading our discussions while we endeavour to gheedirection God would
have us move while we try to conserve our Churatfiture generations?
