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CLERGY LETTER

As | write this letter in time for the deadline for the parish magazine, | am gazing
out thoughtfully at the beautiful view | have of Gloucester Cathedral from my
office window. If you remember the pipe tobacco adverts on television from the
1980’s, I am having my ‘Condor’ moment, which shall not be disturbed!

Since moving down here for the day job, and having largely anchored myself
within the Cathedral community for the daily cycle of morning and evening
prayer, | have been experiencing a renewed sense of the liturgical year — the feast
days, Saints days, the sense of travel from one season to another — the great
symbolic telling through liturgy of God’s story which holds us all together. By the
time you will be reading this letter, Ascension Day will have passed, Pentecost
will have come upon us (in the truest sense we hope!), Trinity Sunday may have
been, and we will have entered in the part of the church year know as ‘Ordinary
Time’. Yet ‘Ordinary Time’ need not be ordinary.

Rather than a break to recover from the excesses of Easter and Pentecost, this
‘Ordinary’ season allows us quality time within which to reflect upon and
celebrate ‘the mystery of Christ in all its aspects’. Many important liturgical
celebrations fall during Ordinary Time, including, Trinity, Corpus Christi, All
Saints, the Assumption of Mary, and Christ the King. However, most importantly
of all, we have the time to witness through the lectionary readings the way in
which through Jesus’ ministry, the in-breaking of the Kingdom of God is brought
into being through the seemingly small mundane things of everyday life.
Theologian Maria Isasi-Diaz describes this intersection of the sacred and the
mundane, the unexpected and the unexceptional, as the "the daily thing" or
"sacred ordinariness". It’s the point at which the presence of Jesus permeates
through things so mundane and everyday as bread and wine, and so transforms
them into the powerful sacrament symbolic of God’s divine invisible grace in the
life of the Church, our world and our own lives as we partake of the Eucharist.
So this ‘Ordinary Time’ as ordinary people, let us be empowered to be expectant
of extra-ordinary things as we live out our lives in light of the resurrected and
ascended Christ, and in the hope of the Good News of the Gospel radiating
through our everyday ordinariness.

FROM THE BISHOP

Now the election is over Britain is coming to terms with what it means to have a
parliament where there is no over all majority. For this generation it is a new
experience and we need to look back to 1974 to discover the last time this
happened. That last experience proved not to be popular or long lasting. The
choice of words we use in such circumstances is interesting in itself and that use
almost expresses a judgment. ‘Hung Parliament’ for example conjures up images
either of ropes around a neck or to use another phrase; ‘being held in a fragile
balance’. Neither suggests strong or necessarily stable circumstances. On the other
hand ‘coalition’ or even ‘cooperative collaboration’ implies partnership and the
bringing together of various and complimentary gifts for the common good. An
example was the way Winston Churchill during the Second World War formed a
coalition government. In that instance there was a clear task and a common cause
which placed party politics in a secondary place in relation to a hierarchy of
needs.

We have yet to see what will be the outcome this time. Will party interests choke
good government or will the serious common causes that face us financially bring
people together in a partnership that best uses each others gifts? Certainly the idea
of partnership and working for the common good seems to be something the
public at large wish to see more visibly.
In the Christian calendar we are now in the season where we have celebrated the
outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon Christian believers and the Church. The
Pentecost message given by Jesus to his first disciples was clear; “wait until you
have been clothed with power from on high.” Here is a clear example of
partnership and cooperation. Our willingness and God’s power and inner
strengthening becomes the means by which the saving, redeeming work of God
Is done. Willingness to collaborate remains the challenge.

The meeting of the group is an
opportunity for those who feel they have a praying ministry to share
this gift, grow in faith and enjoy fellowship.

How does this contribute to the whole life of the church in Ludlow?

We pray for the well-being of our congregation and clergy and elected officers,
for the work of the PCC in decision making for the good of all.

We give thanks for all the blessings of this life. We pray for the sick and all
who have special need of prayer. As part of this we also have a “phone around”
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prayer circle, which is vital when there is a sudden health difficulty or grief. We
pray for the townspeople and any special problems in the community.

An important aspect of our prayer time is the reading out of prayer requests
left in faith by our many visitors.

How does the Prayer Group contribute to the whole life of the Church worldwide?

We pray for our government, for world peace, for those caught up in
disasters, as there is need, for our link Dioceses in Tanzania and for mission at
home and abroad.

About a dozen people meet at 10 30 am on the second Thursday of the
month in St Catherine’s Chapel for the privilege of this praying ministry and in
word or in silence we bring before God the concerns of those who have
particular need of prayer at this time. We invite you to join us for half an hour
once a month and we extend a special invitation to members of other churches in
the team. The prayer time is followed by a short time of fellowship and coffee.

NEWS FROM TANZANIA

We have important news on mother and baby well-being from Teule Hospital in
Tanzania, where the Hereford diocese has links. Nurse Christina has joined the
Prevention of Mother to Child Transmission (PMTCT) team at Teule Hospital
in Muheze. Her role will be to provide women with information and support
them through the various tests. Should an HIV-positive diagnosis be made,
Christina will ensure that treatment and counselling are begun as soon as possible.
In another venture, Dr Sally Amos of the USPG Mission ran a life-saving skills
course for the care of pregnant women and their babies. Developed for
midwives, Sally faced the challenge of teaching basics to new members of staff
whilst at the same time enthusing those who had been taught before.

Sally has also participated in a World Health Organization programme that is
looking at the effects of drugs on birth defects. As part of a pilot programme
Teule will establish a pregnancy register. This is something that we in the
developed world tend to take for granted, but without accurate records it is
impossible to follow-up at risk mothers and infants.

Change the future today 1 News from Christian Aid

One in 6 people in the UK belong to a very special group. This group knows it
is possible to change the future. They know the world does not have to be like it
Is now. These ordinary, yet very special, people are those who leave one or more
gifts to charity in their wills. Together they transform the future for those
charities and the individuals and communities they help around the world.

Christian Aid depends on people who leave a gift in their Will (usually called a
legacy) for over 10 percent of its work. If you have remembered Christian Aid in
your Will T thank you!

Percentages dond begin to express how important these gifts are to the poor
communities around the world with whom Christian Aid works. So let me share
an example. In Zimbabwe we work with a group called Dabane Trust.

Christian Aid gave them £3,800 to fund the building of a special dam within an
apparently dry riverbed. It captures water that still flows below the sand. The
dam benefits around 2500 families T some 10,000 people. It allows them to grow
food throughout the year. It has changed the future for this community. Now
there@ a legacy!

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ST LAURENCE’S LINK SCHEME

Following on from the recent Pastoral Exhibition | thought | should write at
more length about the Link Scheme. Before | do that, however, | would like to
pay tribute to Pat Pardoe since the Exhibition showed so many aspects of the
work in which she was involved, and was responsible for, as Chair of the Pastoral
Committee, including representing the church in many ways in the local
community. There are several stalwart Link people but | personally could not
have managed without her help over the Link scheme. She is standing down as
Chair of the Pastoral Committee and will be much missed although she will
continue to be involved in the work, | am sure.

| have written about the link Scheme on several occasions so | must apologise to
those who have read it all before. We have, however, several new people in our
congregation so for them I will repeat some previous observations. In the Tower
of September last year | wrote that the basic line was to try to provide ““ loving
care for everyone; for those who have a need already and also for those who may
one day feel glad there is someone to whom they can turn, both for actual help or
for sympathetic understanding.” So we divided the congregations and those who
have had close contact with the church into groups, each with a special Link. | t
has unfortunately not been able to place everyone in this way for reasons that will
become apparent later.

So what do Link people actually do? On the Exhibition Board is posted three
snippets of the kind of activities they get involved in which | would like to
expand a little. When the scheme first started a former link went to meet one of
her group for the first time. She found the lady who had recently broken her arm
having a bad time trying to wash her hair. Link A helped out and they became
firm friends enabling Link A to be a great support in the lady’s subsequent
terminal illness. Link B was asked by a husband to sit with his wife while awaiting
the nurse. He had to go out suddenly for several hours and felt he couldn’t ask
anyone else. Another person was greatly stressed over her family relationships and,
despite being a regular church-goer previously, had not been to church for some
time because of an upset there. Link C visited her several times and listened to
her problems and eventually persuaded her to start coming back to church.

The name “Link” itself indicates an important aspect since a Link can contact a
member of clergy with the permission of the person concerned who sometimes
feels he/she shouldn’t be “bothering” the hard-pressed clergy. These days they
cannot possibly visit everyone and so are grateful for this kind of contact. For
instance, Betty had been unable to get to church for some time and was very
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grateful when Link D put her in touch with Ann Barge for Home Communion.
Another example is of a gentleman who also could no longer get to church and
was persuaded by Link E to have Home Communion. She was also able to make
suggestions to help him to hear the telephone better. Many Links take the Tower
and weekly notices to people who cannot get to church any longer but don’t
wish to lose contact altogether.

Although these examples show a few of the activities undertaken by the Links the
most important is felt to be listening, caring and trying to be a good friend. It was
summed up for me the other day by someone going through a bad patch who
said that, because the family was scattered far and wide as so many are these days,
he was very glad to have help from his church “family”. And that, I think, is how
it should be: members of the church sharing each others’ burdens and generally
trying to show the love of Christ wherever possible. The Links have often said
how very rewarding it is to be involved like this and | would encourage others to
come and join us The scheme has been going for over ten years now and
obviously many of the original Links are experiencing the handicaps that go with
getting old. Some have had to drop out altogether. I think it would be a tragedy
if the scheme should founder for lack of new Link people to take over.

REFLECTIONS - TRINITY SUNDAY & CORPUS CHRISTI

We have not faith if we have not a grasp of contradiction. This is not an
intellectual grasp but an intuitive knowing which nevertheless engages the mind,
the heart, the spirit and the body, all at once.

The stuff of reality is Paradox — the mystery of God the Father.

Acceptance of Contradiction is the leap of faith — the communication made
possible by God the Son.

The business of the Church is Reconciliation — the fellowship of the Holy Spirit.

Thereby we discover a Trinity of Obligation and in the words of Simone Weil,
Where there is a need, there is an obligation.

An understanding of Paradox allows us to transcend the rationalistic and linear
confines of thought to bring each separate element of faith and worship fully
within the compass of every other. As in a hall of mirrors, reflection is reflected
within reflection, light within light, until we recognise ourselves as participators
in the eternal present which is God.

Each time that we break bread, we celebrate Contradiction. Break has opposing
meanings. It denotes fracture, fragmentation, disintegration — death. It can also
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mean rest, a drawing aside for refreshment and restoration, a return to life:
“Whenever you do this, think of me”. The simple, homely action, whenever and
by whomsoever it is performed, links in one single microsecond every element of
creation and every extremity of human experience. It is a many-faceted and
infinitely self-reflecting crystal, expressing on every plane the paradoxical
courtship of opposites: Fulfilment and need; Brokenness and Wholeness; the One
and the Many; not merely linked in mutual identification but being one another.

Where there is a need there is an obligation. Obligation denotes no strain or striving.
It is not an irksome duty but an honour and a liberation. By receiving Him in His
perfect wholeness, we receive Him in His utter brokenness. We become that
brokenness and by the same light-paths — reflected — each One becomes the
Many. No brokenness is ours alone. Every droplet of personal infirmity forms
part of the ocean of humanity’s need. The burden is carried by the Many in an
invisible, silent, shared intercession. By the same token, no wholeness is our
exclusive possession. It is poured out continually with Christ’s for the high
honour and profound liberation of Eucharistic sharing.

O Holy Spirit, Love’s fellowship

A-Z of Churchyard Conservation

R is for Rooks and Rookeries

Rooks, corvus frugilegus, are those shiny black birds with thigh feathers like
daggy trousersdand bare grey skin around their beaks. Often found nesting high
in churchyard or village trees their close-knit colonies called rookeries can be
huge. A site in Norfolk has up to 80,000 birds. Our interest and fascination with
rooks apparently stems from the fact that they are highly intelligent and sociable
birds. So clever that they are thought to rival non human primates in intelligence.

A Parliament of rooks describes their unusual behaviour of settling in large
numbers in open fields with one rook appearing to caw loudly and continuously
over the silent throng. From time to time, the other rooks call out, as if they're
asking questions. Like a trial or a parliament.

Folklore tells us that it is considered lucky to have them nearby and unlucky
to lose them. Something to think about if you are bothered by constantly cawing
rooks in your churchyard rookery!
